This project includes the design of a new roadway for over 4 miles of a 4-lane divided highway connecting 
Airport Road to Hwy 11. This project includes the installation of new utilities and drainage features to reduce 
run-off to existing neighborhoods. The drainage features designed included utilizing existing wetland for 
storage and new earthen retention areas to manage flood control. Three sections of this roadway crossed 
drainage features utilizing different construction methods.

The initial drainage master plan included a detailed hydrologic and hydraulic 
model of a drainage sub-basin located on Hwy 434 in St. Tammany Parish. All 
South used HEC-HMS and HEC-RAS, both developed by the US Army Corps of 
Engineers, to develop rainfall hydrographs and water surface elevations for the 
newly proposed earthen drainage canal, culverts and retention pond for an 885-
acre development near Lacombe, Louisiana. This retention lake is used to provide 
storm water retention for the Highway 434 Transportation Center, Learning 
Center and new High School properties.
